There are two essential requirements for students wishing to study medicine in Italy. Students

who will apply must have completed 12 years of education and must pass the university exam in
their country. Students who meet these two conditions will take the IMAT (International Medical
Admission Test) to study medicine at public universities. However, to study medicine at private
universities, students are required to take the admission test of each private university separately.
The vast majority of universities do not want a language certificate such as I[ELTS or TOEFL, but we
suggest students obtain at least a B2 level of English certification just in case. In addition to the
primary conditions, there are some documents required in the application conditions of private
universities providing medical education.

An
important focus will be on using academic
language coherently and confidently, selecting the
reading strategies best suited to particular texts
and particular purposes for reading, and
developing greater control in writing. The course is
intended to prepare students for university, college
or the workplace.
